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The 2011 Walk4Justice from British 

Columbia to Ottawa made a stop in 

York Region on September 4. Fol-

lowing a Sunday morning church 

service of worship at Trinity United 

Church, Newmarket, a committee of 

the York Region KAIROS group 

(Linda Parsons ï Facilitator of Liv-

ing into Right Relations Circle, To-

ronto Conference, United Church of 

Canada, Teresa Porter, Jane and 

Tom Sagar) and their supporters 

provided an opportunity for lunch 

and conversation in the church hall 

followed by a walk with local citi-

zens to Fairy Lake Park. Walk4Jus-

tice leaders from B.C., Saskatche-

wan and Manitoba spoke to the hor-

rific reality which has spurred them 

to undertake this awareness-raising 

walk. In countless unsolved cases, 

women, mainly aboriginal, have 

disappeared. Since the 2011 walk 

started on June 20, an additional 34 

women are missing. 

When Walk4Justice leaders walk, 

they experience not just the discom-

fort of the journey (one walker re-

ported the loss of several toenails), 

they relive the pain of losing many 

precious loved ones. Their words, so 

blunt, so painful, stunned their audi-

ence when they spoke of numerous 

crimes against humanity taking 

place on a regular basis in Canada: 

selling of children into prostitution, 

victimization of women in shelters, 

vicious murders, and the apparent 

inaction by our police services and our 

politicians. With continued systemic 

racism and without justice, Gladys 

Radek, Walk4Justice co-founder, fears 

for the future of her six year old grand 

daughter. 

Later in the afternoon, Walk4Justice 

made its second stop in York Region 

at Loretto Maryholme, Roches Point, 

Keswick. Sister Jane McDonell 

IBVM, welcomed the group to the 

Cairn of Disappeared Women. The 

prayer for healing when the cairn was 

erected with two hundred stones in 

2004 was invoked once again. Each 

representative of Walk4Justice was 

then invited to add a stone and offer a 

few words. Walk4Justice co-founder, 

Skundaal, known by her residential 

school name as Bernie Williams made 

the point that the cairn was much too 

small. In 2008, there were 500 cases; 

now, in 2011, there are in excess of   

4,200 cases of missing and murdered 

women. While none of the stones bear 

a name, through words, tears and ges-

tures, it became clear that each stone 

represents the painful memory of a 

lost mother, daughter, sister, cousin, 

friend. Mable Todd, 76, left the 

Walk4Justice cap she was wearing on 

the cairn in order to honour the mem-

ory of her loved ones and out of re-

spect for the precious wisdom of the 

elders. 

York Region politicians offered their 

support: Newmarket - Aurora MLA 

Frank Klees expressed gratitude for 

Walk4Justice and for the organizational 

work of the KAIROS group; Liberal 

candidate, Christine Bisanz brought 

words of solidarity from the Premier of 

Ontario; NDP candidate, Robin Ward-

law quoted an Arabic saying that ñthe 

sword has nothing to learn from the pain 

of the wound.ò Aboriginal people repre-

sent, at most, 3% of the population. The 

loss of one person impacts on hundreds 

of lives. For the rest of us, our wounds 

are hidden. The peaceful life of every-

one is maimed and mutilated by this 

ongoing tragedy. Walk4Justice gives 

voice to one of Canadaôs unhealed 

wounds.  

Madam Justice Rose Boyko, former 

judge of the United Nations, Retired 

Judge of the Ontario Superior Court and 

a First Nations woman, who joined us in 

support said: ñIt's important for all of us, 

as Canadians, to know what happened to 

these missing Aboriginal women; all we 

know at this time is that they are miss-

ing, in our own backyard;we need to 

know more, much more. What happened 

to them?  Some investigation has begun, 

much more needs to be done.  I thank 

Gladys Radek, Bernie Williams for their 

courage and energy, to bring this issue 

to the attention of Canadiansò.

In June, Council announced 

the AV (Audio Visual) Pro-

ject as the 2011 Anniversary 

Fund-raising Project. Council 

approved the first phase of the 

AV Committeeôs larger plan 

to improve the quality of our 

sound system in the sanctuary, 

update our recording and 

hearing impaired equipment 

and provide visual presenta-

tion capability to enhance our 

worship experience. 

Our current sound system 

(speakers, sound mix board, 

etc.) is over 30 years old; ex-

ceeding its lifetime warranties 

and incompatible with todayôs 

technology. Sandy and Bill 

Carruthers graciously loaned 

Trinity their projector over 

two years ago to use for our 

intergenerational and special 

services. When the projector 

is used, the lack of a white 

wall screen reduces the qual-

ity of the slides. Our outdated 

recording technology has se-

verely impacted our wonder-

ful Tape Ministry that has 

dwindled to one while others 

wait patiently until we can 

provide our services on CD, 

MP3 or online. Vendor quotes 

to provide Trinity with a mod-

erate quality AV system will 

cost approximately $40,000 to 

50,000. Dividing the project 

into different phases, the AV 

Committee hopes to make the 

overall project more realistic 

and attainable. The congrega-

tion will gradually see and 

hear the fruits of their labour 

beginning with the first phase. 

The project has approximately 

$5,000; funding from the Tape 

Ministry and a large donation 

by the choir to ñkick offò the 

Anniversary Project.  An addi-

tional $7,500 is needed to com-

plete the first phase of the pro-

ject this fall. The AV Commit-

tee plans to purchase and install 

the following items. 

CD Recorder will allow Trin-

ity to move from analog to digi-

tal recording of Trinity services 

that can then be accessed on our 

church web site. This technol-

ogy will provide our Tape Min-

istry with two recorded options: 

CD Disk or MP3 recording.  

CD Players/MP3 Players/

Headsets loaned to those who 

need listening devices. 

Paint a white Projection 

Screen on the front right wall 

of the sanctuary and frame it 

with the same accent trim col-

our used in the sanctuary. This 

is the most economical and 

practical ñscreenò option and 

can easily be replaced later with 

a órealô screen if the funds are 

available. 

Projector and Zoom Lens and 

additional bulb. The projector 

will be permanently mounted in 

the sanctuary. 

Display Monitor will mirror 

the projected image so the min-

isters and choir can see the 

same images as the congrega-

tion. 

Wireless Router allows a com-

puter and projector to be con-

nected remotely. 

Shelving, Mounting Hardware 

and Misc. Supplies as needed to 

help complete Phase 1 of the AV 

project. 

This fund-raising project should 

not replace your regular givings 

to the operating costs of the 

church or your generous dona-

tions to Trinityôs worthwhile out-

reach projects. You can support 

this project by contributing what 

you can as an ñover and aboveò 

gift.

2011 Anniversary Fund-raising Project 
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I would like to start off by thanking you all from the bottom of my heart for all the support and dona-

tions I received that helped to make my service learning trip possible. The response that I received from 

the Trinity Congregation was amazing and it truly blew me away. I would like to tell you about the trip, 

and share a few pictures with you.  

I traveled with a group of 20 Brock University residence students to a small village of Monte Cristi in 

the Dominican Republic. We flew into Puerto Plata and had to take a bus to the Orphanage we were 

going to be staying at in Monte Cristi (about a 2 hour bus ride) and that bus ride already opened our 

eyes to the culture differences we were about to face. The rules of the road are very different there, the 

bigger the vehicle gets the right of way, and the beep of your horn isnôt out of road rage, but a way of 

saying óIôm coming byô.   

On our first full day, we were given a tour of the community, and got a glimpse of the town. The peo-

ple there are very friendly and all very happy even though they may have nothing at all. Everywhere 

we went the people were saying hello to us with big smiles.  

For the next 4 days we had the opportunity to teach English within one of the local schools. We were 

the start of a brand new curriculum that was being implemented, and we got to teach the first stages of 

it. I was in a teaching group that in the mornings taught a 2nd grade class, and in the afternoons taught a 

6th and 8th grade class. We taught basic emotions such has happy, sad, angry, tired so they could prop-

erly answer óHow are you today?ô, as well as basic weather patterns such as ósunny, cloudy, rainy, and 

stormyô so they could answer the question óWhat is the weather today?ô. Each day we would walk to 

school in the morning, back for lunch and siesta (the whole town shuts down for the hour after lunch) 

and then back to school for the second half of the day. At the end of each school day we went on vari-

ous excursions. One day we got to go to the local grocery store and hotel for ice cream. Another we 

climbed up a mountain called El Morro that had the best view of the ocean from the top. We toured the 

English Institute that the orphanage runs for grades 5-8. Some things I found really interesting to learn 

about their education system are that the children only attend half days of school, the primary grades in 

the morning and intermediate grades in the afternoon. As well, some children stop attending school at 

about 5th grade to start working and help support their family. The orphanage runs an English Institute 

that is free for children to attend if they want to learn English fluently, and this is to try to help lower 

the drop out rate and provide these students with a better future.  

Other things we got to experience while we were there were daily interactions with the children at the 

orphanage, a local church service, as well as a church service at the orphanage, and interactions with 

other volunteers that were there the same week as us. 

The entire experience was an eye 

opener and life altering experience 

leaving me with memories I will cher-

ish forever. Again, a BIG thank-you to 

all of you who contributed to the do-

nations both materially, and monetar-

ily, they were all put to great use 

within the orphanage, schools, and 

local community.

Cottontail, as she was later to be affectionately called, was born in England. She was an only child to 

Harold, a naval architect, and Dorothy Catherine Dyson. Catherine was a precocious child. At an early 

age she could be found sitting on the floor reading everything that came through the mail slot. Later, 

Catherine attended a private girlôs school where she excelled in all subjects, particularly English, 

French and Mathematics. 

 

After he father died of a heart attack in 1950, Cathie and her mother were left with only the house and 

a small widowôs pension. Dorothy wanted Cathie to leave school immediately to support the two of 

them; however the school persuaded her mother to allow Cathie to complete their equivalent of grade 

13 in order to secure a better position. They waived all remaining fees to make this possible. Although 

Cathie had the marks for acceptance to Cambridge or Oxford University, she knew her dream of at-

tending was not a possibility. 

Upon graduation from secondary school, Cathie entered the work force and was employed at the BBC. 

Unfortunately her mother developed cancer and the pressure of both working full time and caring for 

her ill mother proved to be too difficult so she resigned her position to care for her mother until Doro-

thy died. 

Cathie sold the house and immigrated to Canada. On May 17, 1970 she disembarked at the port of 

Montreal. When she went to the CBC to take up the job she was offered the year before, she found that 

the federal government had clamped a freeze on all hiring and there now was no job. With her funds 

running low she went job hunting. Initially she found employment with International Tele-Film in To-

ronto. Later the same year she found employment in the secretarial/clerical area with the Ministry of 

Health, Government of Ontario, where she remained until she retired. In spite of her lack of educa-

tional degrees, Cathie held several important positions throughout her career. Her favourite was Super-

visor of the Toronto Chest Clinic where she supervised 15 individuals. 

She and I met a year later in 1971 at Franôs restaurant at St. Clair and Yonge Street after separately 

playing bridge at Timothy Eaton United Church.  A year later we were married at Willowdale United 

Church in Toronto on July 22, 1972. In April 1995 we moved to our new home at 295 Burford Street 

in Newmarket. Shortly afterward we joined Trinity United Church. We attended Trinity together until 

Cathieôs declining health made her trips to church impossible. 

Her health began to decline in the late 90ôs but an operation at Southlake in January 2004, extended 

her life for seven years. She died in her sleep at Specialty Care, Bradford Valley in the early hours of 

Wednesday, April 20, 2011. Our biggest regret was not being able to 

have children; however we ñadoptedò Tim Thomas as our 

ñHonourary Sonò. During the remaining years of her life I pray that 

my ñfighterò enjoyed our time together. Cathie was a natural born ar-

borist who loved padding around Algonquin Park and other nature 

spots. She loved animals and ñspeakingò to loons, she spoke French 

fluently, was unbeatable at scrabble and loved to laugh. I loved 

Cathieôs intellect and especially her sense of humour. I greatly miss 

my best friend, confident, mentor, inspiration, my loveé
